e Training of any wheels - both steel
and aluminum - is provided by the
system.

e Uses a combination of Machine
Vision and Laser Scanning for
extremely accuracy.

e Handles both steel and aluminum
wheels. They can be mixed as they
are recognized by the system.

e Database can handle an unlimited
number of wheels-both steel and
aluminum.

e The Model 2010 operates from
customer directed lists; such as
'buy’ lists.

e For larger volumes, multiple
machines can share a database.

e Labels are attached to the barrel of
the wheel via an air system so
nothing touches the wheels,
helping to prevent any damage.

e Labels can be printed using a
variety of 2D and 3D Barcodes and
alphanumeric
